An opportunity for artists to display their work in a new temporary gallery in Minehead during 2010. 


The gallery will be created, to professional standards, in one of the empty shops in Minehead’s main shopping street. 


The project will be co-ordinated by artist Gabriella Falk who has much experience of curating exhibitions, with the aim of bringing in work new to Minehead and as well as offering local artists a new shop window (literally).

Each artist will have the entire window display to themselves for a 2 week period. Artists will be expected to install and take down their own work at an agreed time- probably Mondays- take down am, installation pm.

IT’S FREE!    No participation charges    No commission fees.

As this is an unstewarded venture using temporarily empty shops, the work will be on view only from the street. There will be no public access and therefore no representative on site. The work can be for sale but will not be sold direct- would be buyers will have to contact the artist- so no commission fees. 
For contractual reasons (this is part of a nationwide effort to put art into empty shops) it will not be possible to display prices though you will be able to display a price range and contact details.

As we don’t know yet which shops will become available- the gallery may shift around the town during the season- it is not possible to be precise as to what size of work we will be able to show but we aim to be able to hang 2D work up to about 2mtr sq – though not too heavy-  and display 3D work up to 1mtr in depth.
The project should be up and running by March/April.
Participating artists will be asked to commit to a specific 2 week period.
